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n10 Facts About WW Il You May

1. The battle of Okinawa, fought between April 1st and June 26th 1945, was the only battle where both commanders
of each army were killed. General Simon Buckner was killed on June 18th by Japanese cannon fire and General M
tur Ushijama committed suicide on June 28th.

2. A U.s. Marine on Guadalcanal, who was with the 1st marine division was shot dead while firing his .50 caliber ma-
chine gun. His finger froze on the trigger, and while he was dead, fired over 200 rounds and killed more than 40
Japanese.

3. Inthe battle of Stalingrad, fought in the winter of 194 the German Luftwaffe (air force) bombed Stalingrad and
killed 40,000 Russians in one day.

4. In the battle of the Philippine Sea, fought in June, 1944 American ships, planes and submarines sunk three Japane
carriers and damaged two others. They also sunk 17 Japanese submarines. The U.S. Ships had just minor damag

5. Inthe battle of Peleliu, fought in September, 1944, the Americans suffered the highest casualties rate of any of the
amphibious operations where more than 9,000 Americans died in 11 days of combat. The Japanese lost more thar
13,000.

6. In 1944 Germany produced 40,000 planes. However, the U.S. produced 96,000, the British another 26,000 and the
Soviet Union 40,000. Do the math and then guess who lost!

7. From May, 1940 to December, 1943, 20, 000 Russian PC
3,300,000 Soviets died in Nazi captivity.

8. German prisoners were held all over the U.S. On August 9th 1945, German POW Kurt Rossmeis| escaped from
camp butler in North Carolina. He managed to get to Chicago and lived there under an assumed name for 14 year:
He then decided to turn himself in to the F.B.I. They sent him home to Germany.

9. The only U.S. General to land at Normandy (Utah Beach) in the 1st wave was 57 year old Brigadier General Theo-
dore Roosevelt Jr., son of the U.S. President Theodore Roosevelt.

10. Colonel George Taylor of the 29th infantry division told his men on Omaha Beach that there are two kinds of peopl
on this beach: i the dead and those who are about t
