Meeting will assist in stock-
ing their food banks and will alleviate the hunger of those who are in need. 
 

 Your State Officers and I, along with our Staff, are looking forward to having a record setting new year 
that begins July 1st.  Our new Membership Director, John Nussbaum, is going to lay out a program and new 
membership contests for a fast start in our first quarter.  John will outline the contest and the prizes at the upcom-
ing Org. Meeting.  Grand Knights do not miss this contest presentation as the prizes will be given out at the end 
of our first quarter.  Our State Advocate, Mike Durbin, will have some exciting news for your Program Directors.
