During the Organizational Meeting, you were made aware of our Food for Families pro-
gram for this Fraternal Year. My question ndwesve you and your fellow officers developed a
program to support a Food for Families progra
idea may help you get started.

Later on this month, State Deputy Dave Jones will be presenting checks to each of the
Bishops in the Diocese of Charlotte and Raleigh. The check presentations are the results of last
yearsd Food for Families progr am. They are t
by the local Councils of North Carolina from the Supreme Council. The checks are to be used to
support the food bank programs in each of the respective diocese. As | stated at the Organiza-
tional Meeting each dollar donated to a local food bank can buy up to $14 dollars of food from the
master food bank warehouses. Therefore, what if each council held a monetary collection during
the second week of August and sent the proceeds to the State Deputy for an additional presenta-
tion to each of the Bishops? Just think if 200 councils contributed $100 each, State Deputy Jones
would present another $10,000 for the Food Bank programs in the Charlotte and Raleigh Diocese.
Collectively, we would be instrumental in providing almost $280,000 of food for $20,000. It would
take a lot of food collection drives to equal that amount of buying power. If you participate in this
program, make sure your check is marked for the respective diocese of your choice and forwarded
to State Treasurer, Jack Murray. | will report the results of this effort in the next Tar Heel Knight.

As we have a number of new Council LAMB Directors, | thought a brief outline
some of the OLAMBO6 basics as well as wupcoming
helpful.

Store Schedule$ by now you should have all of the stores you are going to work lined up and
confirmed as most of the chains usually require 60 days or so of notice.

New Council LAMB Director @ if a new Council LAMB Director is appointed by the Grand

Knight of your council, notification should be sent in to the State LAMB Director as soon as pos-
sible. (Form 5 in the LAMB Manual)

Tootsie Rolls- orders must be received by tootsie roll 30 days prior to shipment and allowing for
mailing and freight you should mail in your order 6 weeks before the date you need them. Note
you can also fax in the form. The order needs to be shipped to a commercial address (most use
their church or the business address of a member). White (top) copy of the form gets mailed to
tootsie roll, yellow gets mailed to the State LAMB Director and the pink copy is for your files. All
of this information is on the form itself as well. You can fax or send a softcopy to me in lieu of
mailing it if that is easier.

Apronsd if you need them ship a little faster but allow at least 3 weeks from the time you mail of
fax in your order. The original copy of the order goes to the vendor with a copy to me.
Deposits- All funds collected need to be deposited as soon as possible directly into the LAMB
account using the LAMB deposit slips that each council should have. Do not fill out a blank de-
posit slip at the bank. Even if you have the correct routing number there is a special 3 digit code on
the proper deposit slips so we can identify which council made the donation. It is no longer re-
quired to mail a copy of the deposit slip to the State LAMB Director, but please make sure you
keep a copy for your files.

Al so note LAMB funds should not be deposit
check then written to LAMB by the council. They should be deposited directly into the LAMB ac-
count.

For deposits to count for the 2010 LAMB year, they must be deposited by 12/31/10. Any
money not deposited until 2011 will be credited to that year.

Corporate Solicitations / grant request$ can be done all year but mailings seem to work better

if sent out the end of September / the beginning of October.

Income Report (Form 4)d the year end income report must also be completed by year end and
signed by your Grand Knight and mailed, faxed or scanned to the State LAMB Director.
Disbursement Request (Form 39 thedeadlinefor the disbursement request for your council
(where your council would I|ike itds 85% of th
Istand also must be signed by the Grand Knight. If requests are not received by that date the
monies will go into the funds donated by the State LAMB Foundation.

Adhering to these deadlines will allow us all more time to focus on actual fundraising.
